Four military service veterans from two armed conflicts were presented with unique honors and symbols of
thanks during a gathering held in Cedaredge Town Park on September 13.

Members of the Grand Valley  Woodturners and the Grand Valley Wood Carvers of Grand Junction and the
Black Canyon Wood Carvers of Montrose hosted the potluck event honoring the four veterans.

The four received hand-turned and hand-carved eagle-head canes made and personalized by members of
the three wood working clubs.  The canes were engraved with the individual name, service dates, and unit of each
veteran.

Buck Taylor of the Grand Valley Woodturners said the tradition was begun following WWII as an honor for
veterans returning from that great conflict. 

The tradition was reborn by a group of wood workers in Oklahoma to honor the veterans of 9/11, and it has
since been adopted by the members of the local clubs.

“We thank and appreciate your effort, and the losses you took in our service,” Taylor said in making the
presentations.

The handmade canes were presented to Ken Snyder of Cedaredge, a member of the 25th Division 89th Tank
Battalion, Korea; Chancie Taylor of Grand Junction, a member of the 92nd Field Artillery, Korea; Joel Nicoll of Ramah,
NM, a medivac helicopter pilot, Vietnam; and Wayne Van Guilder of Collbran, an infantryman in the Vietnam War.
